A.	Activity Information:

1. Code Enforcement Eligibility Requirements.  

a) Code enforcement must be conducted in a primarily residential service area where 51% of the residents are Low/Mod income.
b) Code enforcement is eligible only in a primarily residential deteriorated or deteriorating area where such enforcement, together with public or private improvements, rehabilitation, or services to be provided, may be expected to arrest the decline of the area.
c) Code enforcement may only pay for the enforcement of state and/or local codes.

d) Code enforcement cannot pay the costs of correcting code violations. 

2. Relocation Compliance for Proposed Service Activity?  Although the Uniform Relocation and Real Property Acquisition Policies Act of 1970 (URA) and Section 104(d) of the Housing and Community Act of 1974 (HCDA) are not automatically triggered by code enforcement activities, applicants should be mindful that in some cases the URA and section 104(d) could apply.  For example, for purposes of the URA, if the code enforcement action is undertaken to evict persons from a federally-assisted project involving acquisition, rehabilitation or demolition, URA requirements may be triggered.  For purposes of section 104(d) of the HCDA, if the code enforcement is being conducted “in connection with” an anticipated development project involving demolition or conversion, the HCDA requirements may apply.  See HUD Handbook 1378, Chapters 1-4 J.3 and 7-4 A.3. for guidance on this issue. 

Check the box if code enforcement is being requested in an area that could lead to eviction of persons from unsafe buildings.  If the answer is yes, then the grantee will need to address relocation compliance as part of meeting special conditions of the grant.  

3. Service Area Where Code Enforcement Program will be Carried Out:  Provide a brief narrative description of the proposed activity and service area where the Code Enforcement activity will be carried out.


B.	Need for Activity:

1. Severity of Problem:  Answer questions below and attach appropriate supporting documentation under each need criteria.

b) How was the need for this activity determined?  Provide the jurisdictions definition of deteriorated or deteriorating.  Then describe, in sufficient detail, the existing conditions in the service area to support a determination that the area qualifies as deteriorating or deteriorated under the jurisdictions’ definition. 
c) Identify problem(s) resulting if the code enforcement program is not provided, continued or expanded. 

2.	Extent of Solution:  Explain how and to what extent the proposed activity will solve the problem.  

a) Provide a summary of the proposed strategy for using code enforcement together with public or private improvements or services that will arrest the decline in the specific service area; and

b) Describe the methodology and metrics to be used to assess whether code enforcement and other activities are arresting the decline of the identified service area during the period that CDBG funds are being used to carry out code enforcement activities.

	The Department will assess the relative need for the activity based on documentation demonstrating that:  (1) a serious problem exists within an identified deteriorated service area, and (2) the extent to which the code enforcement program would solve the problem. 
The most competitive applications will address the deterioration of the identified service area and the proposed strategy to arrest the decline of the area.  Applications with sufficient documentation of the problem will be more competitive.  Such documentation could include, but is not limited to, photographs of the service area; data provided by local departments or outside agencies.  In rating and ranking the proposed activities, the Department will assign points based on the relative severity of problems among all applications requesting code enforcement funding.
	  	 
C.	Benefit:

1.	Poverty (Jurisdiction-wide Only):  Fill in the jurisdiction Poverty percentage from Appendix A.

2.	Low/Mod Percentage (Service Area Only):  Code enforcement activities may only take place in a primarily residential area where the residents are 51% or more Low/Mod income households. Check the appropriate box and enter the percentage in the space provided.

For help in determining the service area see Appendix K.Failure to provide accurate, readable maps that show the exact Service Area by Census Tract(s) and/or Block Group(s), or other boundaries of the service area(s), with the application will result in no points being awarded. under this section.



3.	Beneficiaries:  Who will benefit from this program? Specify the type of beneficiaries and include supporting documentation.

Note:  Between the information provided under “Service Area Where Code Enforcement Program will be Carried Out” in Section A #3 of this application, and “Beneficiaries” question above (Section C #2), the service area and the low/mod benefit for the code enforcement program activity being applied for must be clearly defined and properly documented in order to confirm the eligibility of the program.

4.	Number of People Who Will Benefit:  Under each column, identify the proposed number of people who will benefit, by each specific income group.



D.	Readiness:

An applicant can demonstrate an increased level of capacity by having previously operated or overseen a code enforcement program.  Full points will be awarded to jurisdictions that are currently operating or overseeing a Code Enforcement Program during the last fiscal year.  Prorated points will be provided to applicants that have operated or overseen a code enforcement program in the last three program years ending June 30th, prior to this NOFA, but not in the last 12 months.     

1. Operator Experience/Program Readiness:  Fill in the chart with the grant number, year(s), code enforcement program provided, and funding source of the program.

2. Activity Implementation Plan:  Provide a detailed plan for arresting and eliminating the deterioration within the defined service area.  Also, identify resources that are currently available or may become available, in the future, to fund these activities.  

E.	State Objective Points:

1. 100 points will be awarded for any proposed activity that addresses or mitigates impacts from a state- or federally-declared disaster, active at the time of application submittal due date.  Please note that the proposed activity must be CDBG eligible and meet a National Objective.
2. 100 points will be awarded for any proposed activity that meets the Urgent Need National Objective.  The activity must address a community development need having a particular urgency, and must be designed to alleviate existing conditions which the local government certifies and state determines (see NOFA for additional information).
