HCD EMBLEM FOR CONSTRUCTION SIGN
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STANDARD HCD SIGN REQUIREMENT LANGUAGE

Prior to the initial event (e.g., groundbreaking) and continuing through completion of development construction, the sponsor shall prominently display a job sign at the construction site. The job sign shall indicate that the development has received financing from the voter-approved Proposition 46 Housing and Emergency Shelter Trust Fund Act of 2002, and/or Proposition 1C Housing and Emergency Shelter Trust Fund Act of 2006 from the California Department of Housing and Community Development. Except as otherwise approved by HCD, in addition to the project name, the following language shall appear on the required signage:

If the job sign includes the acknowledgement and/or logo of one or more other public lenders, the department acknowledgement and logo shall also be displayed in a similar size and layout. A copy of the department logo can be obtained by contacting the department contract manager.
Development sites that house domestic violence victims and other tenants that require confidentiality are exempt from these signage requirements.

Immediately upon placement of the sign, the sponsor shall submit a digital photograph to the Department to verify compliance with these signage requirements.
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
