[bookmark: _GoBack]On the Map is an online mapping and reporting application showing where workers are employed and where they live with companion reports on worker characteristics and optional filtering by age, earnings, or industry groups. A total of 49 states are currently featured showing data for seven years (2002 through 2010). Version 6 was released in January 2012.

Creating Maps and Reports – TOD Applicants can use the following 6 steps to produce a map and report results for the determination of  proposed TOD project’s Qualified Employment Area (print the map and report on the screen and include it in the TOD application and report the results under Section108 (k) of the Application Scoring Sheet):

1. Visit On the Map at: http://onthemap.ces.census.gov/

2. On the left side of the screen, type in the address of proposed Destination Transit Station and click the “Search” button; under the Geocoder Results, you will see the list of possible results including similar addresses, select the one you typed. 

3. Click the “Selection” type tab at the top left of the page and make sure that the radius of 0.5 miles is entered under the Simple Ring option. Click “Confirm Selection”

4. A Selection Area window will pop up on the map: click “Perform Analysis on Selection Area”

5. For the options listed under the Analysis Settings popup: Select “Work” under the Home/Work area; select “Area” under the Analysis Type; select “2010” under Year and select “All Jobs” under Job Type.

6. Click Go! to generate the results for your TOD project’s Qualified Employment Area  
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
