PROGRAM OVERVIEW
The Department is pleased to release the application for the third and final round of the Workforce Housing Reward Grant (WFH) Program.  This incentive grant program, totaling $23 million for calendar year 2006 activity, is available to eligible cities and counties who meet the threshold requirements specified in Section 1 below.  A Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA) and Program Guidelines were released in May 2006 and are available at the Department’s website at http://www.hcd.ca.gov/fa/whrp/wfhguide.pdf.
WFH PROGRAM DESCRIPTION
The WFH Program rewards cities and counties that approve housing affordable to lower-income households. The WFH Program was established, pursuant to Chapter 482, Statutes of 2002, and funded through Proposition 46, the Housing and Emergency Shelter Trust Fund Act of 2002.  The WFH Program does not use a competitive process to award funds; all cities and counties who apply and meet the eligibility requirements will be funded.

The WFH Program provides grant funds for capital asset projects that benefit the community and enhance the community’s quality of life.  To develop livable vibrant communities, WFH Program funds can be used for a variety of projects including those related to safety, education and recreation.  
Funds available for program year 2006 total $23 million, comprised of $20 million for the WFH Program [includes base award and Regional Housing Needs Allocation (RHNA) bonus award and $3 million for the Job Housing Balance (JHB) incentive bonus. The JHB bonus will be awarded to those jurisdictions that were successful recipients of the 2003 JHB Program and also meet the requirements of the WFH Program.    

APPLICATION PROCESS

Application Dates and Details:
Applications must be submitted using the application format contained in this Application Package, including the Department’s applicant information and Project Documentation Cover Sheets, and shall include all additional information specified herein.  The WFH application is available on the Department’s website at http://www.hcd.ca.gov/fa/whrp/.      
Note: A jurisdiction may submit only one application per funding cycle.

Application Final Filing Date is Wednesday, March 21, 2007 

by 5:00 p.m. (no exceptions).  

Number of Copies:  All applicants must submit one original application with all required attachments.  Applications that are transmitted by email or by facsimile will not be accepted.

Application Review Process:  Each application will first be reviewed for completeness, eligibility requirements, and accuracy.  In order to be considered complete, an application must contain all the information and documentation requested in the application.  All applications must also meet the eligibility threshold requirements as specified in the NOFA and Program Guidelines.  If the application is ineligible, it will not be considered for funding.  All applicants that do not meet the eligibility threshold requirements will be informed within 30 days from application deadline with a written explanation.
Award Decisions:  Award announcements are made by the Department’s Director, based on the information in the applications, and as evaluated by the Department.  Applicants will be notified by mail of the Department’s funding decisions.  Grant award announcements will be made in June 2007 and will be posted on the Department’s website at www.hcd.ca.gov/fa/whrp.  

Contracts:   Applications approved for funding will be incorporated and referenced in a Standard Agreement (contract) with the Department which will specify, among other things, the amount of funds granted, timelines and the proposed use of funds.  The contract process generally takes eight to ten weeks from the grant award announcement to the time the contract is executed.  Note: Grant funds cannot be used for any activities that occur prior to the contract execution date.  Funds must be committed by July 2008 and fully expended within three years of award.  

Reporting Requirements:  If funded, each applicant must submit to the Department bi-annual reports on the status of the WFH Program funded capital asset projects, and a final closeout report once all grant funds are expended.  Report dates and specific requirements will be identified in the WFH contract.

Right to Modify or Suspend:  The Department reserves the right, at its sole discretion, to suspend, amend, or modify the provision of the Application and/or NOFA and Program Guidelines.  If such an action occurs, the Department will notify all interested parties. 


ELIGIBILITY THRESHOLD REQUIREMENTS
 Application Section 1
Instructions

Eligible Applicants: The WFH Program is available to cities and counties only.  A jurisdiction may submit only one application per funding cycle.  
Threshold Requirements:
Housing Element Compliance:  Each applicant must have an adopted housing element that the Department has determined to be in substantial compliance with Housing Element Law.
  The element must have been adopted and submitted to the Department by December 31, 2006 and it must be found in compliance by Department without further amendment. 
Annual Progress Report Submittal:  All applicants must have submitted the Annual Progress Report for either calendar year 2005 or fiscal year 2005/2006 to the Department by December 31, 2006.  The Annual Progress Report, pursuant to Government Code Section 65400, reports on the jurisdiction’s implementation of the housing element, including the status of housing programs and progress towards meeting its regional housing need.  Note:  Charter cities are not exempt from the Annual Progress Report requirement for purposes of eligibility for the WFH Program and must have submitted a report by December 31, 2006 to be eligible.
Affordable Housing Production (Building Permit Issuance Date):  All newly constructed rental or ownership housing units
 affordable to lower income households must have building permits issued during calendar year 2006 to be eligible for this round of WFH funds.  Approval and issuance of a permit to start construction must be dated between January 1, 2006 and December 31, 2006. 
Final Land Use Approval Date: The Final Land Use Approval for all newly constructed rental or ownership housing units affordable to lower income households must have been issued on or after January 1, 2004.  For example, an affordable housing unit that received the Final Land Use approval in November 2004 and the building permit issued in January 2006 would meet these two eligibility criteria. Final land use approval must be dated prior to or concurrent with the building permit issuance (see page 8 for additional information on Final Land Use approval).
APPLICANT INFORMATION

Application Section 2

Instructions

Note: In addition to the applicant information as detailed below, the Department requires all applicants submit a signed resolution with the WFH Program application authorizing the applicant to apply for and receive grant funds and execute the contract.  A required resolution template to be used by all applicants is included as Appendix A.  

Authorized Representative: Provide the name, title and contact information for the individual responsible for signing all program documents including the Standard Agreement and cash requests.  The information provided here must match the individual authorized in the resolution.  
Note: The applicant must also provide information on the name or title of any authorized designees as part of the resolution.
Contact Person:  Provide the name and contact information for the person who will be responsible for general administration of the WFH Program funds.  

Applicant Certification:  All applicants are required to submit a signed certification as part of a complete application package. The certification can be signed by either the identified Authorized Representative, or their designee as identified in the included resolution.  

Legislative Representative Information:  The applicant must list all state and federal legislative representatives for the City/County.  Legislative information is available at www.leginfo.ca.gov. Please ensure current legislative information is provided to expedite the contract approval process.
PROJECT COVER SHEET AND SUPPORT DOCUMENTATION
Application Section 3
Instructions

Each applicant must complete and submit a separate WFH Program Project Cover Sheet for each project, along with all required documentation, to demonstrate the eligibility of new housing units used to calculate the WFH Program Grant Award. 

Projects containing multiple units eligible for WFH Program funding should be submitted under one Project Cover Sheet for the project, along with supporting documentation.  For example, nine affordable single family homes in one subdivision received Specific Plan approval in March 2005.  The building permits for each of the affordable units were issued between April 2006 and June 2006.  The applicant should submit ONE Project Cover Sheet for the nine units and include one copy of the Specific Plan approval as the Final Land Use Approval and copies of all nine building permits as supporting documentation.
The WFH Program funds are awarded on a per bedroom basis for newly constructed rental and ownership housing units affordable to very low- and low-income households.  For purposes of the WFH Program, studio apartments, single-room occupancies and other similar configurations are considered as one bedroom.  Additionally, each housing unit must have received the Final Land Use Approval on or after January 1, 2004 and have a Building Permit issued between January 1, 2006 and December 31, 2006.  

All applicants must submit appropriate supporting documentation with each Project Cover Sheet to demonstrate the eligibility for each approved and permitted housing unit used to calculate the WFH Program award.  Supporting documentation for projects with multiple units may consist of summary information as long as the total number of bedrooms by income level for each unit is clearly demonstrated.
The Application must include the following information for each eligible new residential housing unit:
1. Documentation of final land use approval date on or after             January 1, 2004

2. Documentation of building permit issuance between January 1, 2006 and December 31, 2006
3. Affordability to very low- or low-income households

4. Bedroom count documentation (number of bedrooms) for each eligible    housing unit by income level.

To facilitate the expedite review of the application, please highlight or indicate where the specific information can be found in the included documentation.

Project Identifier:  

The supporting documentation for the Final Land Use Approval, Building Permit, affordability and bedroom count MUST include the same unique project identifier to demonstrate the supporting documents are linked.  Typical project identifiers may include a specific project address, APN number(s) and/or project name.  

Final Land Use Approval:  

All applicants must submit documentation of the Final Land Use Approval, including evidence that it was granted on or after January 1, 2004.  For the purposes of this program, Final Land Use Approval is the last approval or the final step in the planning process prior to or concurrent with the issuance of a building permit.  Examples of Final Land Use Approval include: 

· site plan or plan check approval

· plot and/or subdivision approval

· design review approval

· vesting or final map approval 

· variance or conditional use permit approval

· executed developer and disposition agreement

· specific plan and/or overlay zoning district

Applicants shall indicate on the WFH Program Project cover sheet the type and date of the Final Land Use Approval.  Please refer to the WFH Program NOFA and Guidelines for additional information. 

Building Permit Date:  

The WFH Program Project cover sheet must indicate the date the building permit was issued for each new housing unit or project.  Single family units may have various building permit issuance dates, but those units approved as part of a subdivision (i.e. all contain the same final land use approval) should be submitted as one project.  The application must include support documentation, such as copies of the actual permit(s) or printouts from a permit tracking database, showing the unique project identifier, date of issuance and number of unit(s) permitted.
Affordability Covenants and Documentation:  

The occupancy of all housing units eligible for WFH Program funds must be for households with incomes within the published income limits for very low- and low-income households pursuant to Health & Safety Code Sections 50079.5 and 50105 respectively, based on the date the building permit was issued (refer to Appendices D and E). 

The WFH Program Project Cover Sheet must indicate the public subsidy that was used to achieve the affordable rent or sales price (For example: tax credits, redevelopment Low-Mod fund, HCD Multifamily Housing Program (MHP), or California Housing Finance Agency (CalHFA)).  For multiple unit projects, applicants must indicate the types of units within the project (i.e., ownership and/or rental and type of subsidy).  
A deed restriction or other affordability covenant must be recorded on the property to ensure units comply with the following WFH Program affordability requirements:       55 years for rental and 20 years for ownership units. Evidence of affordability covenants must be included in the supporting documentation.
For ownership units, if no public funds were used to achieve affordability, the documentation must show the unit was initially restricted to a very low- or low-income household.  Documentation may include, for example, a copy of an ordinance, policy or section of a development agreement demonstrating affordability (such as a development and disposition agreement for inclusionary units) or verification of the income eligibility of the household initially occupying the unit.  In addition, for non-subsidized ownership units, the Project Cover Sheet must also indicate and supporting documentation must demonstrate the sales price of each unit. The sales price for all ownership units must not exceed the sales price limits published by CalHFA.  Sales price limits are included as Appendix C.  

Number of Bedrooms:  

Each applicant must submit documentation demonstrating the number of bedrooms in each unit affordable to very low- or low-income households.  For multiple unit developments, an official summary sheet documenting the number of bedrooms for each income category is sufficient. Other examples of bedroom count documentation may include:  floor plan, building permits, plan check documentation, TCAC reservation letter or other regulatory agreement. 

For each Project Cover Sheet, the applicant must indicate in Table 1 the number of units by bedroom count and affordability (very low or low income).  The total number of bedrooms for all units and/or projects eligible for WFH Program funds should match the Bedroom and Unit Subtotal calculations in Tables 2 and 3 in Section 4.  

Helpful Hints for Preparing the Project Cover Sheet

· Separate and label all supporting documentation (final land use approval, building permits, income verification and affordability restriction) by project and include as a packet with each Project Cover Sheet.  

· As the award is based on the number of bedrooms in units affordable to both very low- and low-income households, the connection between the unit count, income level and bedroom count must be clearly documented.

· If a funding source has a shorter restriction term than those required by the WFH Program, the term must be extended to the 20 year (ownership) and/or 55 year (rental) term to qualify.  Documentation of the extended restriction term to meet WFH Program requirements must be submitted at time of application. 
· If a project has multiple funding sources, there is no need to submit copies of all the regulatory agreements on the project – one complete current copy which meets the criteria outlined in this application will suffice.  
BASE AWARD - BEDROOM COUNT AND UNIT SUBTOTAL CALCULATION
 Application Section 4

Instructions

Application Section 4 includes two separate tables (Tables 2 and 3) to calculate the total very low- and low-income grant awards.  These two amounts will be combined to determine the WFH Base Award for each jurisdiction.  
The WFH Base Award is based on the number of bedrooms in new eligible housing units affordable to very low- or low-income households (ownership or rental): 
· $1,500 per bedroom for units affordable to very low-income households

· $1,000 per bedroom for units affordable to low-income households

Each jurisdiction will indicate in Column C, by income level [very low-income (Table 2) or low-income (Table 3)] and broken down by the number of bedrooms, the total number of eligible housing units as detailed in Table 1 of all individual Project Cover Sheets provided under Application Section 3 (this is the total of both ownership and rental units by income level).  
The following information is needed for both Table 2 and Table 3:

Column C – Insert the total number of units submitted in Table 1 on all the Project Cover Sheets in the appropriate table for either very low-(Table 2) or low income (Table 3) households.
Column D – Calculate the total number of bedrooms by multiplying Column B by Column C.
Column E – Calculate the total WFH Base Award for each income level by multiplying Column D by the appropriate dollar amount ($1500 for very low-income and $1000 for low-income households).
Subtotal – Calculate the subtotals for Table 2 and Table 3.
WFH Base Award –Add the calculated subtotals for Table 2 and Table 3 to determine the total WFH Base Award.  This amount will be added to any eligible bonus award amounts to determine the total WFH Grant Award.

Note:  The numbers included in Tables 2 and 3 must reconcile with the information submitted under Section 3 and the Project Documentation Cover Sheets.
BONUS AWARDS

Application Section 5

Instructions

Jobs Housing Balance (JHB) Grant Bonus Award

Note:  Jurisdictions that received a Jobs Housing Balance (JHB) Grant in 2003 are eligible to receive the JHB Bonus Award.  A listing of the JHB Grantees is included as Appendix B.  

Jurisdictions that are eligible for the JHB Bonus Award will calculate this award in Section 5.  The JHB Bonus Award is calculated based on the total number of bedrooms affordable to very low- and low-income households.  The Bonus Award amount is $200 per bedroom for both very low- and low-income rental and ownership units. 

Regional Housing Needs Allocation (RHNA) Bonus Award

The RHNA Bonus Award will be awarded to all eligible jurisdictions that meet or exceed their targeted RHNA percentage based on the total number of building permits issued for new residential construction for each applicable RHNA period.  

The Department will calculate the RHNA percentage based on building permit information from the Construction Industry Research Board (CIRB), and/or the Department of Finance (DOF).  The RHNA Bonus Award will be $200 per bedroom for all units affordable to low-income households, and $250 per bedroom for all units affordable to very low-income households. 

TOTAL AWARD SUMMARY

Application Section 6

Instructions

Total WFH Unit/Bedroom Count:  Using information from Tables 2 and 3 (Section 4) the applicant should complete Table 5 by entering the total number of units and bedrooms used to calculate the Total WFH Award.   
Total WFH Award Summary:  Using the information from Tables 2 and 3 (Section 4) and any applicable JHB bonus from Table 4 (Section 5) the applicant should calculate the total WFH Award Summary in Table 6. The Department will add the RHNA bonus for eligible jurisdictions to determine the total WFH Award.  
CAPITAL ASSET PROJECTS
Application Section 7

Instructions

Each applicant must complete Section 7, the WFH Program Capital Asset Project Description Sheet, for each capital asset project to be funded with WFH grant funds. Each project must meet the definition of a capital asset, as described below, and provide a community benefit.  All funded projects must be located within the jurisdictional boundaries of the applicant but do not necessarily have to be located close to, or connected with, affordable housing developments.  

Applicants may fund projects that are currently underway, but cannot use WFH grant funds for activities that occur before the contract execution date, generally two to three months after the grant award announcement has been made.  For projects in which the WFH grant funds consist of a portion of the entire project funding, the project is not required to be completed by the end of the contract period, but the WFH grant funds must be expended in whole within three years of the grant award announcement.  

Required Information for Each Project Description:
All applicants must include the following information for each eligible project:

· Name of the project;
· A brief narrative summary of the project (sentences or bullet points);
· A comprehensive narrative of the project;
· The anticipated community benefit;
· The general location of the project; 

· Amount of WFH funds to be allotted to the project; and 
· Other funding sources (if any).
Eligible Use of Funds:  
All projects funded with WFH grant funds must result in the construction or acquisition of a capital asset and provide a community benefit.  Capital assets, as defined in Government Code, Section 16727, must meet at least one of the following four criteria: 

1. Tangible physical property with an expected useful life of 15 years or more.  

2. Major maintenance, reconstruction, rehabilitation, demolition for purposes of reconstruction of facilities, retrofitting work ordinarily done no more often than once every 5 to 15 years or expenditures that continue or enhance the useful life of a capital asset.  

3. Equipment with an expected useful life of two years or more.  

4. Eligible soft costs directly related to the construction, rehabilitation or acquisition of a capital asset project (as described in numbers 1 or 2 above), such as planning, engineering, construction management, architectural, environmental impact reports, required mitigation expenses, appraisals, legal expenses, site acquisitions and necessary easements.
Ineligible Use of Funds:  
Some examples of ineligible uses of WFH grant funds:  

· Grant administration costs incurred by the grantee;
· Land banking;
· Housing Trust Fund;
· Magazines and periodicals (useful life of less than two years);
· Rehabilitation of a private business; and
· Demolition without a plan to construct a capital asset.

� A qualifying housing unit must meet the following Census Bureau definition:  “A housing unit is a house, an apartment, a mobile home or trailer, a group of rooms, or a single room that is occupied as separate living quarters, or if vacant is intended for occupancy as a separate living quarters.  Separate living quarters are those in which the occupants live separately from any other individuals in the building and which have a direct access from the outside of the building or through a common hall.”
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
