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Magnolia Court Project Description

Magnolia Court is a 52-unit, new construction, senior multifamily housing project developed by Affirmed Housing Group, a for-profit developer.  It received the PCBC Grand Award in the “Green/Sustainable Community” category.  Located in Manteca, this pedestrian-friendly, Platinum LEED Certified development is among the first virtually net metered projects where 95 percent of its electric demand is offset by its own solar system.  California Department of Housing and Community Development assisted with $1.8 million of Infill Infrastructure Grant funds. Magnolia Court is an attractive and affordable development in which all 52 units, except the manager's unit, are targeted to seniors whose incomes are between 30% and 60% of San Joaquin County's Area Median Income. All residents must be at least 62 years of age. 
There are 6 studio units, 35 one-bedroom units, and 10 two-bedroom units. Project amenities include a community room, picnic area, security gate, and an elevator. The project and site is owned by Manteca Senior Housing, LLC, of which Affirmed Housing is the managing general partner. In addition, an equity investor was added at the time the project received its 9% Low Income Housing Tax Credit allocation.

The project site for Magnolia Court was formerly vacant land serving as a storm water retention basin for several adjacent properties. The City of Manteca conditioned the construction permit approval by requiring the project to provide a controlled pump, or a gated discharge system for water storage that would eventually be released into the South San Joaquin Irrigation District. Additional city requirements for the project include off-site improvements such as, full-width street and  sanitary sewer and water upgrades along the Grant Avenue Line.
