LEAD-BASED PAINT
At-A-Glance
· HUD lead-based paint rules apply to housing constructed before January 1, 1978.

· For rehabilitation projects, unless the presence of lead paint is presumed, units must undergo  the required lead hazard evaluation method based on the amount of federal assistance in the project, (paint testing, risk assessment, lead hazard screen)

· For Acquisition and TBRA, units must undergo a visual assessment by a person who has taken HUD’s online Visual Assessment course:

· Deteriorated paint must be stabilized or removed using work safe methods

· Clearance must be obtained by a DHS certified LBP Risk Assessor after paint stabilization or removal.

· HOME administrative and activity delivery funds may be used to pay for lead-based paint assessments. If lead mitigation and clearance costs are incurred these costs may be incorporated with the program assistance

· HOME allows grants for lead hazard evaluation and reduction activities for acquisition and rehabilitation programs where the proposed paint stabilization measures do not add value to the home

· The following requirements must be met:

1. Notification

2. Disclosure

3. Inspections

4. Mitigation

5. Purchase contract contingency language
