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[bookmark: _GoBack]This document describes significant proposed changes to the IIG Program for funding authorized by Proposition 1 of 2018 and codified in Health and Safety Code sections 53545, 53445.12 and 53445.13. The proposed changes are reflected in the draft IIG Program Guidelines, available at www.hcd.ca.gov. 

Article 1. General

Section 302(j) – Definition of “Eligible Applicant”
The requirements for Eligible Applicant changed from the previous funding round. Applications are no longer required to include a Locality as an applicant, per HSC 53545.12 (c).  

Article 2. Program Requirements

Section 304(a)(4) – Eligible Costs
The definition clarifies that only expenses related to structured parking are eligible for reimbursement. Expenses related to surface parking are not eligible.

Section 304(a)(10) – Eligible Costs
In order to more closely focus on specific programmatic goals, expenses related to public art are no longer eligible for reimbursement. 

Article 3. Application Procedures

Section 309(a)(3) – Selection Criteria for Qualifying Infill Projects, Project Readiness, Leveraged Funding Commitments 
This scoring subsection will only consider leveraged funding commitments for permanent financing. Applicants will no longer be required to submit evidence of construction financing for full points in this category.
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
