Which Action Plans are we talking about?

18DR-Action Plan amendment, number two ("APA 27), is a
substantial amendment

Proposes to add a new program, remove an existing program
from the initial HUD-approved Action Plan, change program
budgets in excess of the $10- million-dollar threshold for
substantial action plan amendments.

APA 2 also clarifies existing program design for 2018 CDBG-DR
funds

Substantial amendments do require formal public comment
periods.

Economic Revitalization: Workforce
Development Program APA 2 Changes

The Workforce Recovery program was renamed to the
Workforce Development program

Eligible activities were changed from economic
revitalization to public services and assistance to public
facilities.

— The Program can fund workforce training, supportive

services, acquisition and construction improvements for Program
training facilities. j
National Objective changed from low-to-moderate Allocation

iIncome jobs to low-to-moderate income clientele

$40,695,960

Delivery section clarified to include jurisdictions and
other eligible entities.

The eligible and ineligible cost section was updated to
reflect more specific examples of eligible workforce
development training.

Removed the prioritization tiers for location and income.




Workforce Development Program Allocations

« Funding is available to subrecipients based on a formula that calculated a
proportionate share of the total program allocation based on the disaster impacts
and unmet need in each region.

« The allocation formula utilizes a weighted methodology to prioritize four data points;

— forty percent for existing relevant workforce training resources,
— twenty-five percent for disaster unemployment claims ratio,

— twenty percent for damaged structure ratio,

— and fifteen percent for regional need.
